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A merger, a graduation, and a 
new building! These are just some 
of the exciting things that we 
would like to share with you 
about what the Lord is doing here 
in our east Allentown church 
plant. 
 
In June 2022, the Lighthouse 
Bible Fellowship Church merged 
with Allentown Bible Church and 
became the Citylight Bible 
Church—a BFC plant. Merging is 
like blending two families 
together, and was a process that 
took about 9 months to formally 
confirm and commence. Since 
June, we have been working 
toward graduating as a mission 
church to become a particular 
church at BFC Conference in 
April 2023.  
 
Praise the Lord, Citylight is 
moving from our Bingo Hall to a 
Beauty School!  Our combined 
attendance of 80+ was too big for 
our former Genesee Street church 
building. As such, we meet and 
rent from the East Side Youth 
Center Social Hall (aka Bingo 
Hall.) This location has been a 
blessing but also has several 
drawbacks including very limited 
mid-week availability and little 
visibility for people to find us.  
Therefore, we asked the Lord to 
provide a 24-7 building to better 

pursue our mission. God did 
many big things to allow us to 
find a great location at 1921 
Union Boulevard. We are excited 
and humbled by this awesome 
resource. Praise the Lord for the 
down payment. Pray for the 
Lord’s continued provision for 
funds for renovations, 
furnishings, etc.   
 
As exciting as a new church 
building is we all know that a 
church is ultimately not a 
building. The real church is the 
people. As such, praise and pray 
for God’s continued blessings, 
wisdom, and grace for this church 
plant. We believe, by God’s 
grace, that we are already seeing 
fruit and growth, but pray that we 
can continue to grow together as 
disciples in godly fellowship 
including the recent launch of 
Life Groups along with youth, 
women, and men’s groups. 

 
Last but not least, pray for the 
mission and witness of Citylight. 
Pray as we plan a launch for our 
new location.  May we take every 
opportunity to share Christ’s love 
with family, friends, and 
neighbors. Pray for compassion, 
boldness, and grace in our day-to-
day opportunities and also our 
forward planning as a body of 
Christ to reach the broken yet 
beautiful people of East 
Allentown and beyond.

We have many more than 20 
committed participants who were assessed through our merging process 
to make sure that each one holds to the Articles of Faith of the BFC and 
are committed to Citylight Bible Church. For now, because of our 
building purchase process and because of the challenges which come 
with being an urban church plant, Church Extension will continue to 
assist financially. There is a plan in place for us to increasingly take on 
more financial responsibility. 
 
FAMILY UPDATES: Thank you for keeping not just our 
ministry, but also our family in your prayers. We all are involved in these 
exciting days for our church. We enjoy fellowshipping and serving with 
each other and with all our old and new brothers and sisters in Christ. In 
addition to Sunday worship, Angelica and I help with our mid-week 
Youth Group and monthly Life Group.  Angelica continues as a part-time 
cafeteria worker at a public elementary school. Our oldest son, Josh, is a 
business major at Lehigh Carbon Community College. Jacob is a senior 
at Salem Christian School. Pray as he looks forward to graduating. Danny 
is in 8th grade at Salem and is enjoying playing basketball. Pray we can 
continue to grow as faithful disciples and witnesses for Christ.
